A Liberia was founded in 182

A African-American immigrants were
landed In 1822, the first of some
15,000 to settle in Liberia

iIndigenous president through a military coup |

A In 1989 attacked by rebel forces of the National Patrlotlc Front
of Liberia (NPFL), led by Charles Taylor

A Doe was assassinated in 1990 by another group of rebels led by
Prince Yormie Johnson

A Multiparty presidential and legislative elections held in July
1997, brought Charles Taylor to power, but troubles continued

A The election of Ellen JohnseRirleaf in 2005 marked the end
of the political transition fo
