> More than two-thirds (68%) of foreign-born
Latinos cite country of origin as the first or only
term used for self-identification.

» Those born in the US of immigrant parents
(second generation), identify themselves:
- by their parents’ countries of origin (38%)
- as American (35%).

> 57 % of Latinos with U.S.-born parents (the
third generation and beyond) identify
themselves first and foremost as an American.
